We have also recently had
our annual playground equipment and gym equipment safety checks to
ensure all equipment is safe. Only one report was identified on the
playground equipment which was the need for a replacement pole on the
trim trail. Last year we had new fencing erected at the rear of the school
and this now ensures greater safety for the pupils.

We will continue to work towards improving the safety of our pupils at
school and our work towards maintaining our safer schools award will make
our school a safer place for your children.
